The tournament for the U9 and U15 division takes place at the Etienne-Desmarteau Center located at
3430 Bellechasse street, Montreal, Quebec, H1X 2Y6.

The U12, U13 and U15 finals, as well as the U13-AAA All-Star Game, will be played at the Bell Centre.

These Celebration finals will take place at the Bell Centre thanks to a partnership with the Montreal
Canadiens. All activities held at the Bell Centre are open to the public. Therefore, all teams, families and
friends are welcome to attend the final games at the Bell Centre with your tournament pass or a daily
Celebration ticket.

For the U9 level, three divisions have been created: 4 U9 A teams (CCM DIVISION), 8 U9 B teams (BFL
CANADA DIVISION), and 12 U9 C teams (TIM HORTONS DIVISION). In accordance with Hockey Québec’s
administrative rules (article 9.2.6), each team will play a total of 4 games between December 18 and 21.



This format ensures that all teams play, participate, and enjoy a positive experience full of fun and
excitement.

Salaberry Blvd, Dollard-Des Ormeaux, QC HOB 2A7.

IMPORTANT - PARKING

Welcome to Montreal where parking is always a challenge in municipal rinks. We encourage you to carpool
or allow extra time to find a parking spot. The parking lot is located at CEGEP Rosemont in front of the rink
but space is limited during the week.

We have negotiated a procedure on Thursday that will allow the gate to be open from 3:00 PM until the
end of the day. This procedure will be the same on Friday for all Celebration activities. On Saturday and
Sunday, free parking will be available at EMICA-Annexe School and College Jean-Eudes. See details below.

Important to consult the instructions for Parking by day:

Thursday, December 18: Gate opens starting at 1:00 PM. Limited parking spaces; the gate will remain
open for the day until 11:45 PM.

Friday, December 19: Gate opens for the entire day. Limited parking spaces; the barriers will remain open
for the day until 11:45 PM.

Saturday and Sunday, December 20-21: Free parking is available at the EMICA-Annex school located just
on the other side of Centre Etienne-Desmarteau, accessible via De Bellechasse Street. Parking at College
Jean-Eudes at the corner of Rosemont Street and 13th Avenue will be available on December 20 and 21st.

EMICA-Annexe School parking College Jean-Eudes Parking

At Rosemont College. There will be 140 free parking spaces available. Your participants must
(without exception):

1. Go to the parking lot and pick up a ticket

2. Validate the ticket inside the Etienne Desmarteau Center to make the ticket free. Otherwise, the user
will have to pay for parking

3. We have the right to 140 parking spaces, the 141st will be payable.

There are also neighbouring streets to park on, but please be aware of municipal rules. We are not
responsible for the consequences of not respecting the parking rules. Please note that Bellechasse Street
is one-way westbound.

Team registration will take place in the Rosemont room, located in the area between the two rinks. You
must check in before every game to verify your game sheet and confirm your jersey color. Teams must
bring their game sheets from their last five games or as many games played to date if less than five.

Please arrive no later than 75 minutes before your first game. Players must have their water bottles.
Warm-up pucks will be provided by the Celebration.

Qp INDIVIDUAL PLAYER REGISTRATION

Individual player registration will take place in the Rosemont room, located between the two ice rinks. You
will be given all the information needed for your 1st game. Please arrive no later than 75 minutes before
your 1st game. Coaches will hand out your jersey & socks before the 1st game. Coaches must visit the
registrar before each game to confirm the presence of their players and to sign the game sheet to finalize
their roster. For the following games, coaches have the responsibility to communicate with their players
and families the meeting points and schedule. Players must have their water bottle. Warm-up pucks are
provided by the Celebration.

PLAYER OF THE GAME & POST-GAME PROTOCOL
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We ask coaches to communicate the number and full name of the player of the game to the scorekeeper
about 3 minutes before the end of the 3rd period. At the end of the game, we ask teams to greet each
other while keeping their gloves on to avoid any additional contact. Afterward, we ask both teams to
quickly line up at their respective blue lines. The presentation of the players of the game will take place.

TICKETS & TOURNAMENT PASSES

Admission is free for players, coaches and staff (up to 5 people) of teams participating in the Celebration.
Spectators have the option of purchasing a tournament pass available at admission for $20 or a day pass
for $8. For those 65 and older, the day pass is $6 and the tournament pass is $15.

Those who purchase a tournament pass will receive a bracelet that they must wear for the entire
Celebration to access the competition venues without having to present their proof of purchase again. We
accept cash only at the entrance. It will also be possible to purchase your ticket via our Zeffy platform at
any time upon your arrival at the arena.



Children 12 years and under will be able to enjoy the Celebration for free. All
Celebration activities including the on-ice sessions, the Etoiles Alumni game and the
U13-AAA All-Star game are included in the cost of admission. Here is the link to
purchase Celebration passes. Passes can also be purchased on site with cash.

We strongly suggest purchasing tickets through the box office before the Celebration. This will help
you avoid waiting in long lines.

The M7 Festival and the hockey initiation session called CCM Get in the
Game, for girls who wish to start playing hockey, are also returning.
